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We recommend that you get a Florida Driver’s License or State ID Card while studying and living in Florida. These
forms of identification can be used in place of your passport when required to show a “government issued ID”.
Using one of these means that you can leave your passport safely at home and reduce the risk of loss or theft of

your passport.

Steps to get a “Class E” driver’s license

NOTE: You must wait at least 10 calendar days after classes begin to apply for your driver’s license!

» Required for anyone who has never had a driver’s license before (in any country)
e |f you have a driver’s license from any other US state, you do not need to need to
complete this exam.

2. Study for written knowledge test
» Download the Florida Driver Handbook at www.flhsmv.gov
3. Make your appointment online for written and driving exams; print confirmation pages
